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Frequently Asked Questions

Q1)  Can a family get more than one seat?
A1)  Yes, a family can get any number of seats for $250 each.
 

Q2)  Can a family get two or more seats and ask for them to be adjacent?
A2)  This should be no problem in the next several years while there are many seats available.
 

Q3)  Can a family select a particular row or seat number? 
A3)  The plan will be to assign seats from the first row back.  As of now, there are still first row seats available.  Seats will be assigned on a first come, first served basis, so it would be best to purchase a seat soon if it is of interest to be in the first few rows.
 

Q4)  When will our plaque be mounted on our seat?
A4)  We will install all the seat plaques that we have on order shortly after the auditorium opens and seats have been installed.  After the initial installation, plaques will be installed quarterly.
 

Q5)  Can several families or students go in together to purchase a seat with separate checks?
A5)  Yes, provided everyone can agree on the inscription and that a total of $250 is submitted with the order.
 

Q6)  Can we go over the 20 characters per line for the inscription?  How about going over three lines?
A6)  Generally speaking, the limit is three lines per plaque and 20 characters per line.  These limitations are due to the size of the plaques and what font size works best.
 

Q7)  Can we write whatever we want?
A7)  You can be as creative as you like with your inscription, but please do not request inscriptions that could be considered inappropriate or offensive.  Keep in mind that the purpose of the plaque is generally to honor someone.
 

Q8)  What are the plaques made out of?  How big are they?
A8)  The plaques are made of solid brass with a brushed silver finish, and measure approximately 1 inch high by 3 1/2 inches long.
 

Q9)  Do I get to sit in my seat when I come to a show at the theatre?
A9)  It may be possible to sit in your seat when you come to a show in the auditorium, but this will depend on the circumstances and the box office policies for that particular show.
 

Q10)  What is the money going to be used for exactly?
A10)  The funds raised from this campaign will be earmarked specifically for the auditorium to be used for equipment, furnishings, and miscellaneous items that may not be furnished when it first opens.  Financial decisions will be made by the Encore! steering committee, which includes faculty liaisons Brett Stegall and Kay Johnson, with input from Principal Kelly Batten.
